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Visitors to www.MemoryBoxCalendars.com design a custom 10” X 14” holiday calendar,
choosing everything from the photo on the front (including one’s personal holiday picture), to
their own words, traditions or images in each of the 24 individual memory boxes. Or, for those
that need a little creative inspiration — particularly useful for husbands who may be creating this
for their wives — the user can select from a wide variety of supplied images and messages. The
site is extremely user-friendly, featuring pull-down menus and a simple 1-2-3 interface that
anyone who has ordered pictures or created a photobook online will be comfortable with.

MemoryBox Calendars will retail for $19.99 (plus tax and shipping). The calendars are printed
on a professional-quality cover stock and wrapped around a tick and sturdy core, ensuring your
calendar will last through the holiday season and for years beyond without any fading, bending
or bowing. They produced in the U.S., and generally shipped (overnight, 2-3 day and ground
options available) within two to three business days from ordering.

The 24-day holiday calendar will be available when the site debuts in October 2008. And, in
2009, MemoryBox Calendars will be adding seven, eight and 14-day versions, allowing one to
countdown and more fully enjoy all of life’s special events year-round — be it the birth of a child,
the last day of school or an upcoming vacation or wedding.
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
